MILITARY OFFICERS STORM STATE CAPITOL – JANUARY 28TH
Virginia Military Officers Association of America (MOAA) leaders are scheduled for a day at the state capitol, Monday, January 28, 2008. Their main goal is to capture support for the legislative priorities of Virginia’s Joint Leadership Council of Veterans Services Organizations – the voice of Virginia veterans.  Prioritized objectives are listed below.  
1. Fully fund Department of Veterans Services.

2. Support Virginia National Guard

3. Establish Wounded Warrior Mental Health Care Program.

4. Fund Virginia War Memorial Education Wing.

5. Provide tax relief for 100% Disabled Veterans.

6. Provide tax relief for Citizen Soldiers called to Active Duty.

7. Permit Virginia Service Members to freeze credit files.  

General Assembly leaders will meet with MOAA officers in Conference Room 5 East form 9 to 10:15 AM, including Speaker Howell, House Majority Whip Cox, House Minority Caucus Leader Moran, Senate Republican Leader Emeritus Stosch and Lt. Gov. Bolling.   MOAA leaders will also call upon the Governor.  Each officer will visit the office of his/her own senator and delegate.
