II. Legislative Affairs: MVC hosted Cong. Gerry Connolly, 11th Dist. at VCOC Congressional Luncheon on April 27th. A summary of the event was provided to the Chapter membership by COL Stu Williams. COL Williams participated in the development of the 2011 State Legislative Objectives and obtained the review and approval of the MVC BOD.  COL Williams attended the VCOC Legislative Committee meeting to review and propose 2011 legislative objectives for the VCOC EXCOM. COL Williams worked with MVC BOD to prioritize proposed legislative objectives. He continued to monitor national legislative objectives for 2010 and informed MVC members through its communications channels.

III. Public Affairs: MVC submitted to the Mount Vernon Voice Community Paper an article about the award of college scholarships by the MVC to six JROTC graduating students during MVC’s May monthly membership meeting. The article was published during the week of June 21st.  This annual scholarship event recognizes outstanding JROTC students from northern Virginia high schools who are reviewed and interviewed by MVC’s Scholarship Committee. 
IV. Chapter Vitality & Levels of Excellence: 


a. Self-evaluation Status: MVC Chapter Officers & Board of Directors conducted a self-evaluation in March 2010. A score of 69 (Outstanding) was computed. It was recognized that the chapter needs to do better at reviewing, assessing and following up on the goals it has established. 

b. Levels of Excellence Status: MVC Chapter Officers & Board of Directors evaluated its level of excellence status and computed a score of 235. MVC appears to again be competitive to be designated a five-star chapter. The one area needing attention is designation of an auxiliary liaison; efforts continue to recruit someone to assume this position.
V. Most Significant Chapter Event of the Quarter:  In addition to the JROTC scholarship program mentioned above, MVC also awarded JROTC MOAA medals to outstanding high school Junior year cadets at nine area high schools. Members of MVC attended the ceremonies to personally present these awards to each of the honorees. 

Also of note during this period was the establishment of a Wounded Warriors Liaison Committee that will mentor and support Wound Warriors’ needs.
