 Disclaimer: Most of you have heard me say I’m the web “coordinator” not “master.”    I had no 
prior web-site-building experience before creating the VCOC website, using Network Solutions Hosting 
package (I heard about the package from Mt Vernon chapter which also uses it).  I do not “write code” 
and have no plans of learning to do so.  If you tell me what you need in layman terms, I will do what I can 
to make it happen – and tell you if I can’t.    VCOC Legislative Committee requested a way to generate 
state legislative alerts and track results (which legislators are contacted how many times).  The 
Legislative Committee is looking into methods outside of the current website, while I work an interim fix 
with existing capability.    Network Solutions package is renewed each December for the following year.
