II. Legislative Affairs:  Discussed MOAA’s “Top Ten Goals for 2010 in our April and May Newsletters to our chapter members.  Asked members to respond to the MOAA alert about the 21% cut in Medicare and TRICARE payment to doctors.

III. Public Affairs:  The NOVA website is up and running and we are in the process of setting up an email list to use for MOAA or VCOC alerts.  We have contacted our three local Congressmen about speaking to the membership in September or October of 2010. 
IV. Chapter Vitality and Levels of Excellence:
a. Levels of Excellence:  NOVA conducted this evaluation in late June, 2010.  It was determined that the chapter needs to recruit an auxiliary liaison, upgrade our legislative affairs program and pursue a more proactive recruiting and retention program.  The new NOVA score was 210 points.
b. Chapter Self-Evaluation:  NOVA conducted this evaluation in early April, 2010 and found the following problem areas.  The chapter needs to establish and publicize its yearly goals and establish an effective follow-up program.  Additionally, the chapter needs to conduct an annual membership and retention campaign.  Finally, NOVA needs to establish local public affairs program.  The self-evaluation resulted in a score of 55.
V. Chapter Events:  The chapter held three regular meetings and three board meetings during the period.  On June 9, 2010 we were privileged to have Dr. Cynthia Watson, a professor at the National War College.  She spoke to us about how China’s view of the world is changing and indicated her assessment of it’s future impact on U.S. economic and security interests in Southeast Asia, Africa, the Middle East and Latin America.  The Chinese are in need of raw materials and markets and for their growing industrial base.  
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
