	On 17 October 2009, for the second time this year, the Hampton Roads Chapter of the Military Officers Association of America (MOAA) helped coordinate the departure ceremonies for World War II veterans in South Hampton Roads to visit Washington DC as part of the Honor Flight program. The Honor Flight organization provides free trips for World War II veterans (and veterans of later wars who are terminal) to see and tour the World War II Memorial and other related memorials in DC. The trip included free bus travel (rather than a “flight”), attendants for those veterans who needed it, and meals for the day.
