II. Legislative Affairs:   The chapter legislative committee met on a monthly basis to develop a slate of state legislative objectives for submission to the VCOC.  On 28 June, COL Sam Wilder, COL Don Kaiserman and COL Al Pianalto (Southside Chapter), met with Del. Kirk Cox and COL Bill Flanagan, to review VCOC 2011 state legislative objectives and gain their input and advice.

III. Public Affairs:  During 1st quarter 2010, appointed a Director of Publicity to enhance chapter exposure to the general public. Recent efforts have resulted in four print media releases (Richmond Times-Dispatch; Chesterfield Observer (2); and the Fort Lee Traveler).

IV. Chapter Vitality & Levels of Excellence:

V. Most Significant Chapter Events of the Quarter:


On 27 April 2010, twelve chapter members participated in the annual Virginia Congressional Delegation Luncheon.


On 11 May 2010, the chapter held a joint “Law & Order Night” dinner meeting with the Richmond Chapter of the MOWW. Recognition awards were presented to a Virginia State Trooper, Girl Scout from Troop 590 (Cookies to Troops) and LTC Cynthia Norwood for her support of the Virginia “Wall of Honor.” The chapter also presented five $1,000 college scholarships to highly-qualified Junior ROTC cadets from units supported by the chapter.

On 27 May 2010, eight chapter members attended the annual re-dedication of the Virginia “Wall of Honor” at the State Capitol. On 31 May 2010, two chapter members presented a memorial wreath at the Virginia War Memorial observance of Memorial Day.
