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The Virginia Wounded Warrior Program is a state program established by the Virginia General Assembly, Code of Virginia, Section 2.2-2001.1.  The program will coordinate support services for Veterans with stress related and traumatic brain injuries resulting from service in a combat area.  Though the program is funded with a state appropriation, it will not cover the full cost of providing the needed services.
